Field Uniform

1. The field uniform of Confederate Forces shall consist of the woodland pattern camouflage Battle Dress Uniform (BDU), consisting of trousers, blouse (shirt) and jacket (in cold weather).
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Battle Dress Uniform (BDU)

2. Headgear: The 8 point woodland pattern camouflage utility cap shall be the headgear for normal duty.
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3. Helmet: The Kevlar PASGT Helmet shall be worn by units engaged in field combat training or active combat. The woodland pattern camouflage cover shall be utilized with elastic camouflage band.
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4. Footwear: The black or brown combat boot shall be the prescribed footwear with the woodland pattern BDU. Boots shall be maintained in a clean condition with saddle soap and leather preservatives. They shall not be polished to a high gloss.
5. Badges of Rank: Badges of rank shall be worn on the right collar of the BDU with branch insignia worn on the left collar for Officers. Enlisted badges of rank (chevrons) shall be worn on both collars.

6. Name tapes: Embroidered name tapes shall be worn centered and 1/8th inch above the right breast pocket.
7. Service Identification Tape: The service identification tape, reading C.S. MILITIA, shall be worn centered and 1/8th inch above the left breast pocket.

8. Awards earned by previous military service, Expert Infantry Badge, Expert Medical Badge, Combat Infantry Badge, Combat Medical badge, Parachutist Badge, etc. shall be worn centered 1/8th inch above the C.S. Militia service identification tape.

9. Unit Patches: The patch of a former combat unit may be worn on the right shoulder in a subdued pattern.

  10.  Unit Patches: Current unit patches have not been produced.
